The Turkish Journal of Geophysics (Jeofizik) is a
publication of JFMO (the Chamber of Geophysical
Engineers of Tlrkiye), published since 1987.
Submission of Manuscripts

Manuscripts for publication should be submitted
through our online system:

makale@jeofizik.org.tr E-mail addresses. Papers
should be original and comprise previously

unpublished research or interpretations or syntheses of
the two. Submission implies that the manuscript is not
currently under consideration for publication
elsewhere.

Authors are invited to nominate up to five possible
referees (with their affiliations, e-mail addresses and
fax numbers, if possible) in the Comments To Editor
box during the submission process. Please note that
those nominees might not be chosen.

Preparation of Manuscripts

Papers of any length are considered, provided that the
length is justified. Manuscripts (abstract, text,
acknowledgements, references, appendices and figure
captions) should be typed on one side of the paper
with wide margins (All margins should be 2.5 cm),
and double-spaced throughout, and with all pages
numbered. Pages of captions for figures and tables
should be paginated separately. The various levels of
headings used should be clearly differentiated. Major
headings should be placed flush left, in bold-face type,
with  significant words capitalized. ~Secondary
headings should be placed flush left, in bold-face type,
with initial letters of significant words capitalized.
Third-level headings are similar to the second-level
headings, except that they are indented italicized.
Margins should not be justified. Manuscripts must be
in English or Turkish, but an extended abstract or
abstract in Turkish or English, headed by a Turkish
translation of the title, is also required. If the authors
are residents of a non-Turkish speaking country, they
may include an extended abstract in English.
Translation into Turkish will be done by the Journal.
Either British or American spelling is acceptable. It is
recommended that authors whose native language is
not English seek help from a colleague whose mother
tongue is English.

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Cover Page

A cover page, separate from the main manuscript,
must include the following:

- Full title

- Names of authors (full forenames should be given)

- Full postal and e-mail addresses of authors (the
corresponding author should be indicated). A fax
number for the corresponding author should also be
given.

- Abbreviated title (less than 35 characters) for use as
a "running head" at the top of the page

ABSTRACT

An informative "Abstract”, not exceeding 300 words,
should be a concise summary of the paper stating the
methods used, the main results and conclusions. It
should not contain citations. The manuscript should
continue with an extended abstract in Turkish, headed
by a Turkish translation of the title.

Key Words

Authors should provide 6-8 key words to assist the
reader and allow cross-indexing of the paper. Plural
forms and upper-case letters should be avoided. Key
words should be written in lower-case letters and be
separated by commas.

REFERENCES

Please study this section thoroughly before preparing
the final draft of your manuscript and keep in mind
that correct and complete referencing is evidence of
careful manuscript preparation. References should be
inserted in parentheses in full. For single or dualauthor
papers, refer to authors’ names (without initials unless
there are two or more references to authors with the
same surname and year are cited in the manuscript)
and year of publication (Kadirov 2010). For
publications written by more than two authors, the
name of the first author should be used, followed by
"et al." (Giliinay 2001a, 2001b). Please note that no
commas are to be used between name and date. Lists
of references in citations should be arranged
chronologically, from the earliest to the most recent,
separated by semi-colons (Brett et al. 1947a, b; Rice
1958; Ercan 1991; Pinar ve Akg¢1g 1992; Ergun et al.
2001; Karsli 2001). Specific pages or illustrations
should be cited by the author’s name and year,
followed by page numbers and figure numbers (if
necessary) (Dondurur 2010, p. 1234, fig. 1). All
references cited in the text must be listed at the end of
the paper. The manuscript should be carefully checked
to ensure that the spellings of authors’ names and
publication years are exactly the same in the text as in
the reference list. References should be listed in
alphabetical order. In this list, names of all authors and
journal names should be given in full.
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Figures

Figures will preferably be either single column or
double column width when printed. The final printed
page size is 21.5 cm deep by 17.0 cm wide; single
column width is 81 mm. Please design your diagrams
with the above dimensions in mind. For hand-drawn
diagrams, lettering must be drafted sharply and neatly.
The same type of lettering should be used throughout.
[Nlustrations should have metric-scale bars rather than
magnification factors. All maps should have north,
and latitude and longitude indicated. Patterns should
be explained within the figure, not in the figure
caption. Detailed maps or other diagrams (logs, etc.),
which may require a whole page, are welcome.
Foldouts (up to A3 size) can only be accepted in
exceptional cases. This is possible only if justified and
accepted by the reviewers and the editor. Authors
wishing to have foldout illustrations should have a
separate statement explaining its necessity. Landscape
figures should have no lettering upside down on the
final printed page. Color figures can be accepted
provided that the author is prepared to pay the extra
production costs.

Any computer-generated line illustrations should be in
EPS format. Figures should be submitted at the final
publication size. Do not use flat and fine shading, or
tones. Shading should be distinct. Photographs must



be black and white and sharp, and exhibit good
contrast.

All illustrations must be numbered in the order in
which they are discussed and referred to in the text as
Figure 1 or Figures 1 and 2 (if more than one figure
is referred to). Each figure must have a caption that is
intelligible without reference to the text and should be
given both languages below the figures. Figure
captions should be provided separately from the
figures at the end of the manuscript and double-
spaced. They should begin "Figure 1" etc. Composite
figures should be mounted together and the parts
labeled a), b), ¢), etc.

Tables

A table should not exceed the printed area of the page.
Foldouts cannot be accepted. Each table must have a
caption that is intelligible without reference to the text.
Table captions should be provided on separate sheets
at the end of the manuscript and double-spaced. They
should begin "Table 1" etc. All tables must be
numbered in the order in which they are mentioned in
the text. Tables should be referred to as Table 1 or
Tables 1 and 2 (if more than one table is referred to).
All non-standard abbreviations must be identified in
footnotes, for example, abbreviations for minerals and
rock types.

Page Proofs

One set of page proofs will be sent to the
corresponding  author to  be checked for
typesetting/editing errors. The author is not expected
to make changes or corrections that constitute
departures from the article that was accepted by the
editor. If this occurs, authors must be prepared to meet
the production costs. Proofs should be returned to be
Editor in Chief within 4 days of receipt.

Offprints

Twenty-five offprints of papers published in the
Journal will be provided free of charge to the
corresponding author. An offprint order form will be
sent with the proofs.

Copyright

Upon acceptance of an article by the Journal, the
authors will be asked to transfer the copyright of the
article to JFMO. This transfer will ensure the widest
possible dissemination of information. The authors are
responsible for obtaining permission to use any
copyrighted material.

Discussions

Discussions of papers that have already appeared in
The Turkish Journal of Geophysics (Jeofizik) are
welcome. They should follow the style of articles and
must be no longer than four printed pages of the
Journal.
